Biotics Tracker Patch 0001 –04/30/03

Overview:

This file contains all changes to the Biotics Tracker database schema, data content, and security configuration made between 01/15/03 and 03/30/03.  Some of these scripts can be run automatically, while others require some some user participation.  Instructions for each script are included below.  Each of these scripts contain statements that will update the DB_VERSION_HISTORY table.  This is a table that tracks updates made to the database to assist the support team in troubleshooting.  

Some of the data content changes were made in order to correct errors made during data conversion.  Other changes were made in order to prepare for the implementation of the data exchange tools.  These changes were made incrementally in the Central Tracker database and may already exist in the database that was used to install Biotics at your program.  If this is the case, running the scripts below will result in no changes to data content.  Any database schema changes (like adding an index) that have already been performed will result in an Oracle message saying that either the name is already in use by an object or that a unique constraint has been violated.  This is okay and can be ignored.  If you get any other kind of message, or have any questions at all, please contact product_support@natureserve.org
Database schema and data content changes:

Biotics_update_0001a.sql:  This script contains several database schema and content changes.  It can be run directly in SQL+ by a data administrator with the following command: 

@<path name for file>\biotics_update_0001a.sql

You will be prompted to enter the pathname again.  No further editing is required.  The script will automatically spool the output to a file in the specified path named biotics_update_0001a.log so that you may review any errors.  The changes are listed as follows:

Other data content changes:

Biotics_update_0001b.txt has changes for Test Track #2894.  This will update the distribution information for SRD ranked plants and SR ranked nonvascular plants. It has queries that can be run in the Query Builder to identify the records to be changed.  You can use these queries to create working lists that can be checked before and after the update.  It’s not required to do this, but is recommended.  It also has the update statements that should be run in SQL+ by a database administrator.  Be sure to run the statements that update the DB_VERSION tables when these updates are complete.

Biotics_update_0001c.txt has changes for Test Track #2888.  This will update s_ranks, n_ranks, and distribution information for SNA and NNA ranked plants. It requires that a working list of affected records be built before running the update.  The script contains a query that must be run in the Query Builder to create the working list.  When that is done, the update statement must be edited with the identifier of the created working list.  This statement can then be run in SQL+ by a database administrator.  Once again, be sure to run the statements that update the DB_VERSION tables when these updates are complete.

Security configuration changes:

These changes involve adjustments to the Security Configuration using the Biotics Administrator tool.  The necessary steps to do this are detailed below:

	In Edit Element security function:  

· From the ctlOtherStatus form, remove the following controls:  txtRefCode, txtSciName, ctrFullCitation.  This will keep people from typing into these read only fields. Also remove fgOtherStatus (the VSFlexGrid)

· From the ctlSynonyms form, remove the fgSynonymName (the VSFlexGrid).

	In View Element Tracking security function:

· From the ctlOtherStatus form, add the fgOtherStatus (the VSFlexGrid)

· From the ctlSynonyms form, add the fgSynonymName (the VSFlexGrid).

These changes will make these grids scrollable even to read only users.
