Change to Security Configuration:
A request was made to make the Managed Area name editable in Tracker for Mapper users.  Here are the steps for making that change:

1. Logon to the Administrator tool and open the Functions window.

2. Select “Tracker” in the Application dropdown box.

3. Select “Biotics – Mapper” in the Category dropdown box.  You may possibly see “Biotics fields” or something similar instead of this category, depending on when your installation was done.

4. In the Function list box, select “MA Fields” and hit the Edit button

5. In the lower pane, under “Selected Controls”, open the ManagedAreaDetails Form.

6. Scroll down until you see the control ctlMAName (rich text control).  Highlight it.

7. Hit the upward-facing arrow key to remove it from this function.

8. Hit OK to save the change.

9. Change the Category to Managed Area

10. Select “Edit MA non-Mapper fields” in the Function list box.  You may possibly see this as “Edit MA non-Biotics fields” instead.  Hit the Edit key.

11. In the upper pane, under “Control List”, open the ManagedAreaDetails form.

12. Scroll down until you see the control ctlMAName (rich text control).  Highlight it.

13. Hit the downward facing arrow key to add it to this function.

14. Hit OK to save the change.

This field should now be editable in Tracker to all who have Edit Managed Area data privileges.
